Storage Facilities

Crude oil and refined products are stored in tanks for shipment to other locations or processing into finished products. There are four basic types of tanks used to store petroleum products: Floating Roof Tank used for crude oil, gasoline, and naphtha, Fixed Roof Tank used for diesel, kerosene, catalytic cracker feedstock, and residual fuel oil, Bullet Tank used for normal butane, propane, and propylene, and Spherical Tank used for isobutane and normal butane.

Companies often use converted tankers as offshore, floating production, storage, and offloading (FPSO) units to facilitate the transfer of crude oil from production platforms to shuttle tankers. Well fluids are first transferred by subsea pipeline to a moored tanker outfitted with storage and treating equipment. Then the treated crude, which is sold by meter transfer, is picked up by shuttle tankers

that dock at the FPSO unit Loading/Offloading Facilities.
